‘Varsities should get funding via partnerships’

KUALA LUMPUR: The Higher Education
Ministry wants public universities to help
fund themselves through partnerships with
corporate industries.

Minister Datuk Seri Idris Jusoh said the
institutions should not be overly reliant on
the Government for monetary support.

“The universities are 80% to 90% dependent
on government: funding, which is
unsustainable,” he said after launching the
Universiti Teknologi Malaysia — Ericsson
Innovation Centre for 5G (5th generation
mobile networks).

He said that according to the Malaysia
Education Blueprint 2015-2020 (Higher
Education), public universities “need to
reduce their dependence to 70% by 2020”.

Idris said the institutions should not worry
because funds could be generated “through
many ways”. ]

“It could be through endowment, research
grgngts or contributions from individuals,” he
said.

He said that collaboration between
educational institutions and corporate
industries was important to the efforts to turn
the country into an advanced nation.

“We have witnessed the evolution of
technology and how it has become an integral
part of our daily lives. .

. “From empowering the telecommunica-
tions, finance and industrial sectors to gov-
ernment and the academia, technology is also
Kkey to achieving our ambition of becoming 2
developed nation,” he said.
